LICENSE AGREEMENT for Research/Academic Organisations

between the Software and Knowledge Engineering Laboratory, Institute of Informatics & Telecommunications, National Centre for Scientific Research (NCSR) "DEMOKRITOS", 15310 Aghia Paraskevi Attikis, Athens, Greece (hereinafter referred to as "NCSR") and

1.  Definitions

As used in this License Agreement, “Ellogon_Software” shall mean the ELLOGON Text Engineering Platform including documentation, delivered in electronic form.

The ELLOGON Text Engineering Platform includes the ELLOGON core (Collection and Document Manager), the ELLOGON Graphical User Interface, as well as the set of tools and linguistic processing components that are described in the ELLOGON documentation.  

2.  Purpose

The purpose of this document is to state the conditions under which the User may use the Ellogon_Software. The Ellogon_Software may be used by the User only for the purpose of research and education within the User's ordinary activities. This means that the Ellogon_Software may not be employed by the User for any commercial purposes whatsoever.

3.  Right to use, Protection of the Ellogon_Software

3.1 NCSR is and shall remain exclusive owner of the Ellogon_Software and the copies thereof.

3.2 NCSR hereby grants to the User a non-transferable, non-exclusive right to use the Ellogon_Software for the purpose stated in Article 2, in accordance with this Agreement.

3.3 The User or its employees or students shall not provide or otherwise make available the Ellogon_Software or parts of it in any form to any third party and shall keep such materials in confidence. 

4.  Fee

NCSR shall not charge any fee to the User for the provision of the Ellogon_Software.

5.  Copies and Modifications

5.1 The User is allowed to make copies of the Ellogon_Software for use in accordance with Article 3. The User may not make any copy available outside the User's premises.

5.2 The User may modify, update, correct, enhance the Ellogon_Software in accordance with this Agreement.  Such modifications, updates, corrections or enhancements made by the User shall as such become the property of the User. The User grants to NCSR, free of charge, a non-exclusive right to use said modifications, updates, corrections or enhancements. NCSR may distribute, through subsequent versions of Ellogon_Software, those modifications, updates, corrections or enhancements that NCSR considers appropriate, with proper citations of the User.

6.  Service and information

6.1 Ellogon_Software is provided on an "as is" basis, and NCSR, unless the parties otherwise agree, shall have no obligation to provide to the User any installation services, technical assistance, maintenance support, updates, enhancements or modifications.

6.2 The User shall inform NCSR, annually, about the User's experiences from the use of the Ellogon_Software.

6.3 The User has the right to publish research results based on the Ellogon_Software with proper citations of NCSR publications concerning the ELLOGON text engineering platform.

7.  Limitation of liability, property rights etc.

In no event shall NCSR be liable to the User for direct, indirect, special, incidental or consequential damages arising out of the use of the Ellogon_Software.

8. Term and Termination

8.1 This Agreement is effective when signed by both parties. The rights granted herein for the Ellogon_Software shall remain in force until the User discontinues to use the Ellogon_Software.

8.2 NCSR may terminate this Agreement immediately if the User commits a material breach of any provision of this Agreement. Any use or disposal of the Ellogon_Software that is not specifically permitted under this Agreement is considered as a material breach of the Agreement.

8.3 Immediately upon termination of this Agreement, the User shall destroy the original and all its copies and shall certify, in writing, such destruction to NCSR.

9. General

9.1 Any and all modifications or amendments to the Agreement must be in writing and signed by both parties. 

9.2 Each party acknowledges that this Agreement is a valid and legally binding obligation that has been executed by an authorized representative. 

9.3 Any disputes or questions arising under this License Agreement, shall be settled in a court of law with proper jurisdiction being Athens, Greece.
